petition herein be heard at the same time as the petition of Trevor Loke against the 

Minister of Advanced Education of British Columbia and the petitioner Trinity 

Western University. Mr. Loke’s petition is brought in the Vancouver Registry of this 

court as action number S142908.  

[2] In reasons for judgment in the Loke petition, indexed at 2015 BCSC 413, I 

dismissed Mr. Loke’s petition. 

[3] In the result, the respondent’s application herein is dismissed.
